3. To promote greater public 
understanding of the unmet 
needs of individuals with 
disabilities.

UPS seeks to accomplish these goals 
by  addressing  the  total  needs  of  our 
clients,  with  emphasis  on individuality 
of  services,  the  creation  of  homelink 
and  caring  environments  and  by 
maximizing each individual’s strengths 
and assets.

Our  services  focus  on  assisting 
individuals  to  develop  the  necessary 
skills  that enable them to be productive 
and self-reliant.

John  G.  Hunter Apartments  offers 
extended  stay  housing  only  to  persons 
who meet the criteria established by the 
New  York,  New  York  Agreement.  All 
referrals  must  be  or  have been recently 
homeless and suffer  from a serious and 
persistent mental illness.

Referrals come from a variety of settings - 
psychiatric  centers,  hospitals,  shelters, 
community  organizations,  commercial 
SRO's, etc.

Constructed in December 2005, John G. 
Hunter  apartments  occupies  a  six  story 
building  containing  50 studio  apartments 
with kitchen/dining room, full bath,  activity 
rooms, laundry room commercial  kitchen 
and  dining  room,  and  offices.  A  large 
backyard  offers  residents  additional 
recreational space and a beautiful garden.

Two (2)  meals a day,  at  a nominal  cost 
are available, for those who choose not to 
cook in their apartment.

Although residents are free to come and 
go as they wish, a front desk receptionist 
mans the lobby area twenty-four hours a 
day to ensure safety and security.

Services are flexible and individualized to 
meet each persons needs. Case 
management services are part of the 
basic rental agreement and are offered to 
every resident.
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
